3) The agenda of the call was approved unanimously.

4) The minutes of Feb. 06 was approved unanimously.

5) Gerald reviewed the discussions on the email reflector on spectrum etiquette, and suggested that the information of the ordering of the backup channels and the number of backup channels could be used to channel selection. Jinan expressed her concerns on the complexity of employing this approach which might require more intensive message exchanges between WRAN cells.

7) The following questions arose during the presentation and discussion:

a. How could a CPE report the scheduling information of the nearby cell back to its BS on the same channel when the CPEs of nearby cell are transmitting?

b. How could the MAP collision problem be solved when the BSs of coexisting WRAN cells are transmitting the MAPs at the beginning of their synchronized MAC frames?

c. How could the transmission collisions be mitigated on the downlink?

d. If the spectrum resource is heavily occupied by a WRAN, the available resource may not be sufficient for the operation of the other WRANs that start their operations late. This further implies the fairness issue, where the WRAN cells start operation earlier have higher priorities than the others. How could this fairness issue be solved by the interference-free scheduling scheme?

8) It was suggested that further discussions on defining scenarios and methodologies for evaluating the coexistence schemes would be needed.

9) Steve Shellhammer suggested that meeting slots be reserved for discussing the topics of Inter-WRAN coexistence in the March face-to-face meeting.

10) In the next call, the discussion will be continued on the “Dynamic Resource Renting/Offering” scheme by  Samsung.
