3. Notes

1) Gerald substituted for Wendong as chairman.  Attendance was recorded.

2) A citation to the IEEE patent policy was provided with the announcement of the meeting.  When asked, no one notified the chairman that they were unfamiliar with the IEEE patent policy.

3) The agenda was approved as presented.

4) The minutes of the last teleconference call held on February 14th were approved as presented with the small modification included by George Vlantis.

5) Section 6.9.6 as contained in the document sent on the reflector by Gerald on February 15th and also attached to the call for the meeting was reviewed.  The changes that George had proposed to Table 73 (RNG-RSP Information Elements) in the last item of the minutes were included in the Table.

The following points were raised:

· The system clock needs to be defined somewhere in the Working Document to clarify what is the time unit used.  (Section 6.9.22.1.1 refers to Time Unit system clock but does not define it.  Section 8.8.2 refers to symbol clock frequency tolerance to be within +/-2ppm.  Section 8.11.1 also specifies the same tolerance.  The system clock seems to be defined in terms of “Symbols” in the rest of the Working Document but this is not accurate enough for the ranging adjustment.  It should be defined in terms of the sampling frequency, that is 8/7 of the channel bandwidth as defined in Table 244 of section 8.1.2.1.)
· The Ranging Status needs to be explained or a reference should be given.

· Dave is to look to the 802.16 standard for the description of the “Downstream operational burst profile”.

· The group will have to decide on the size of the information elements in the tables throughout the standard, whether it is defined in terms of bits or bytes.  In many instances, the information carried by each element will be less than 8 bits.  Once the decision is taken, all tables should be aligned. (Note that a number of tables have already been approved where the IE are defined in bits. The message format then includes padding bits.  If it is defined in integer number of bytes, it may be simpler but takes larger messages although these messages may not be sent often.)
6) In order to speed up the review process for sub-clause 6.9, it was decided to select those that are the most important for the 802.22 standard.  It was noted that many sub-sub-clauses are not related to the specific needs of the 802.22 standard for operation in the TV bands and may be used as in 802.16.  It was decided to skip to sub-clauses 6.9.21, 22 and 23.  Sub-sub-clause 6.9.29 was removed since it related to AAS (Adaptive Antenna System), which is not used in 802.22.

· Winston indicated that some parts of section 6.9.7 were discussed in Taipei as a result of Edward’s contribution (22-08-0012r1).  Gerald will work with Edward to make sure that the Working Document includes the changes agreed upon. This should be discussed during the next conference call.

· The compendium of motions will also be reviewed by Gerald and Edward to make sure that the changes track the motions.  Gerald suggested changing the background color of the sections that were approved in Taipei to make it easier.  The group agreed.

· Edward indicated that the yellow text in section 6.9.15.3.1 needs to be deleted.

· Tables 85 to 87 in WDv0.4.7 need to be updated by changing REG for CBC.

· The group then skipped to sub-sub-clause 6.9.21. Dave provided a number of editorial changes to the text.

· Sub-clauses 6.9.21.3 and 6.9.21.4 were removed since they related to channel bonding.

· The review concluded at 8:00pm EST at the end of Table 157 (CHQ-REQ message format) in section 6.9.21.5.
