3. Notes

1) Wendong recorded the atendance at 4:05PM PST.

2) A citation to the IEEE patent policy was provided with the announcement of the meeting.  When asked, no one notified the chairman that they were unfamiliar with the IEEE patent policy.

3) The agenda was approved as presented.

4) The minutes of the last teleconference call held on February 21 were approved.

5) Wendong suggested the agenda be amended to review the working document version 0.4.8 starting from table 73 (Information element in the RNG-RSP message) of subclause 6.9.6. The amendment of the agenda was approved.

6) The group discuss the definition of the system clock. Gerald took the action item to report the issue of system clock definition to the PHY group and request the PHY group to provide an appropriate definition of the system clock.

7) The group decided to use “bit”, instead of “byte”, as the basic unit of size for representing the fields in the information elements.

8) The group reviewed table 73, and modified the size of the fields as follows: 
a. Power level adjust – 8 bits.
b. Offset frequency adjust – 16 bits.
c. Ranging status – 2 bits (representing four possible values similar to 802.16: continue, abort, success, and re-range).
d. Downstream operational burst profile: 6 bits, “specifies the least robust DIUC that may be used by the BS for transmissions to the CPE” in the Value field.
e. CPE MAC address – 48 bits, 
f. basic CID – 12 bits, and Gerald’s notes in blue in the Value column should be removed.
g. Primary Management CID – 12 bits, 
h. Action superframe number – 8 bits, 
i. Action Frame Number 4 bits, and delete Gerald’s notes in blue in the Value column.

9) At the end of the call we agreed to turn the table green, except for the "Timing Adjust" field (because the definition of "system clock" needs work), and the “Action Superframe number” field (because confusions in the field).
