5. Review Comments


a. Comment 418: Soo Young presented his document (22-07-0xxx-00-0001_Solution_for_Comment418.ppt) that had been submitted over the reflector earlier in the day. The contribution addressed the potential for an SPD to expire before it could update the PPD on its activity due to missed or ignored RTSs.  Additionally, it proposed a method of submitting the heartbeat without requiring the use of an entire frame, increasing the probability that a PPD beacon would be on the channel. 

Ed questioned whether the remedy was actually fixing anything that was broken.  While it may be an elegant solution, cost will be added due to the requirement to test extra features, and it was not clear that this remedy alleviated the perceived problem. 

There was extensive debate between Ed and Soo Young.  Ed claimed it was adding complexity, while Soo Young argued that the time-out timers presently used could be eliminated in favor of the new method, essentially keeping complexity constant. 

Chris questioned whether the timers could be eliminated given that the proposed method of transmitting during the inter-device communications period following an SPD frame could not logically happen if there was only one SPD present. 

The group concluded that while the solution was elegant, the need for it was not evident and the cost was not warranted.  

Decision: The comment was agreed to be rejected.
