4. Review Comments: 
a. LQI discussion:
Steve sent out a document called "22-08-xxxx-00-0001_TG1_LQI_proposal.doc," and Gerald sent an email suggesting adding a table with SNR values corresponding to the measured LQI values. The NHL can do the mapping to SNR or EVM; it's not necessary for the radio to do the mapping. Do we need 256 levels? We could reduce the number of bits. However, it's just an internal variable, so it's OK to keep all the levels. The last line of Steve's doc may confuse the manufacturers. We want the manufacturers to implement this all in the same way. The group's decision is to strike this line of text and use the SNR table suggested by Gerald.

Action: Monique to add the text in Steve's doc, as well as add the table suggested by Gerald.

 

Yu-chun's channel model simulations (see 22-08-0042-01-0001_Simulation Results for TG1 according to Draft 2.0.ppt):

Steve is uncertain about the results and has sent Yu-chun an email about it. Yu-chun's results are much different than those previously obtained by Steve and David Mazzarese.
