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6.16.1.4 Operator Disallows Channels

Access shall be provided for the operator to disallow channels that are listed on the available TV channel list from being selected for WRAN operation.  The operator shall not have access to channels that are not listed on the available TV channel list.  To further classify TV channels on the available TV list, the BS SM shall submit an SME-MLME-AVAIL-TV-CH-REPORT primitive with the mode set equal to 1 to provide the available TV channel list to the higher layers.  Once TV channels on the available TV channel list are further classified as disallowed, the SM shall receive an SME-MLME-DISALLOWED-TV-CHS primitive submitted by the SM.
