PHY Comments Review
· The group reviewed 15 T/TR comments (in blue) based on the spreadsheet 22-08-0167-00-0000-wran-draft-1-0-draft-comments-database-clause8.xls which is extracted from the comments database 22-08-0146-03-0000-wran-draft-1-0-draft-comments-database.xls. The update of the response/resolution to the comments is summarized as follows:

· The comment was assigned to Charles in May meeting. Since Charles was not present in the call, Zander will send him an email to remind and update the status.

· Sung Hyun is working on the diagram and description, and will provide text by end of June

· Gerald is working on the spreadsheet and will provide text by end of June

· Monisha agreed the suggested text modification for clarification of usage of the PN sequence. The comment is considered closed (pending for motion approval).
