All of the participants on the call were aware of the patent policy and its meaning and contents.

Carl suggests that we pick the low-hanging fruit during this call to resolve the comments during this call.

Gerald acts as presenter and presents version 6 of the comment database.  We will work through the TR comments.

Comment 769. Gerald asks if the resolution to design for case A is the desire of the group.  Winston has an action to make the TG1 Tiger Team aware that this case needs to be accommodated in the initialization design.  Dave says that the CPE that detects the TG1 beacon could still send a UCS notification to indicate detection.  Gerald says that the CPE could just move to a different frequency.  Since it has to move anyway, there is no longer a problem.  A UCS could be sent and not violate the timing requirements.  This comment has only to do with initialization and during initialization the CPE should just move channels without the notification (Case A).  A UCS is more appropriate when the CPE is in normal operation (post-initialization) to properly manage the channel-closing procedure.

Comment 770.  Comment Withdrawn.

Comment 771.  A counter-proposal was suggested in JAX.  This counter-proposal was further edited during the call to perfect the logic explaining the conditions where the CPE controls its sensing functions locally.

Comment 772.  What channels should the CPE scan during initialization?  Should the CPE scan all channels?  What channels?  In what scenario will the CPE know which channel is the operating channel during initialization?  Modifications are provided to state that the CPE first senses the channels to discover BSs.  As we specifically describe the steps of initialization, Dave states that some of the description might be implementation dependent and more appropriate for an Annex.  Gerald states that Section 9.3 should contain normative text.  Winston stated that we can be very specific in our description:  The CPE shall search for this message – if detected, to a certain level – perform spectrum sensing according to requirements that channel and the adjacent channels, etc.  We need further work and discussion on this comment.
