Note: The proposed resolution is to add text to clarify that randomization interval is used only when the channel is clean, if there is a WRAN in the channel, the CPE should use that WRAN’s quiet period.

Resolution:

In Table 167, replace the text describing the Randomization Interval field with the following: 
	Randomization Interval
	16 bits
	It specifies the upper bound of the random delay that can be used by the CPE prior to making the measurement. It is specified in units of TU (see Error! Reference source not found.).

This field can be used for out-of-band measurements in channels that are not occupied by any other WRANs, as in-band measurements as well as out-of-band measurements in channels occupied by WRANs are driven by quiet periods of the WRAN(s) operating in the corresponding channel.
