a. Comment 325: Reject. No change needed to the Draft Standard but this would be useful information to be added to the Recommendation Practice. Action: Wendong to ask Edward to supply text for the Recommended Practice to propose a ramp-up of the BS power to progressively enlarge the range of CPEs to do sensing.
b. Comment 334: Reject. Figure 37 includes a loop back for the CPE to try a next WRAN service after unsuccessful trial.  Also see resolution of comment 339.
