 the right seven tones]( First, a CPE shall synchronize to the downstream superframe or frame preamble. tones contained in the first seven symbols [we need the right seven tones].
Reason: 
During the downstream synchronization, to synchorinize downstream frame, a CPE needs only superframe or frame preamble which is used only one OFDM symbol. However, in upsteam case, BS needs at least 7 OFDM symbols.
