The proposed approach for CID generation/coding may provide some degree of improvement in capacity efficiency which is still subject to verification. However, it will introduce a significant amount of editorial work to the draft and will be undesirable.
b. CID 211: SCW and US sub-frame. Proposed “Counter” in the last teleconference, but need to be re-visited. LB of D1.0 agreed to separate the SCW and US-sub-frame.
c. 212 – Accepted.
d. 220 – Superceded by 211.
