· All attendees were aware of the IEEE patent policy
· The agenda was approved unanimously
· Gerald briefed the history of the previous .22a PAR and 5C (see the references); Ranga introduced .16 comments and here are some highlights of the discussions
· 3 options to consider
· Maintain the current PAR but can handle “portable devices”

· Extend the current PAR to include portable devices

· To create a new PAR for a new standard

· Potential scope of the portable PAR: Regional network, P2M, P2P, Femto type, relay type, low power transmission, rooming, MIMO and HARQ. Architecture needs to consider FCC preferences. 
· Good Points from Winston: Carefully read FCC R&O, portable devices Mode-I and Mode-II. According to the definition there, .22 CPE can be classified as Mode-II personal/portable device already! The question to the WG: Shall we be allowed to  change the wording “fixed” to “fixed/portable model-II” ? 
· Uniqueness of .22
· VHF/UHF optimal design comparing to other standards such as .11, .16h and .16m 

· Well considered the incumbent systems protection

· Well considered VHF/UHF propagation statistics

· Well considered OFDM/OFDMA in VHF/UHF in terms of CP, multipath channel tracking, system sychronization, dynamic channel switch, …

· High spectrum efficiency: Properly designed for 6 MHz, 7 MHz and 8 MHz vs other systems 5 MHz, 10 MHz and 20 MHz etc. 

· Cognitive which have been agreed by all other group
