Comments: Where is the RSS field measured? How is it measured? Using what resolution?  What bandwidth?

Agreed: RSSIR_BS_nom is not a measured value, instead it is a nominal value predetermined by BS. However, clarification is needed for the text in section 6.17.2.6.3.1. 

Action: Assigned to Jungsun and Gerald to confirm and clarify the equation and text from line 8 to line 19 in page 161. (terms EIRPIR_MAX , RSSIR_BS_nom, consistency of the signs before the antenna gain GRX_BS  and GRX_CPE)

Comments: DIUC 1 for PAPR reduction needs to be explained

Discussion: How DIUC 1 can be used for PAPR reduction should be clarified. Also it should be understand whether this PAPR reduction is for CPE or BS. In 802.16, both UIUC and DIUC tables include values for PAPR reduction. However, there is no UIUC in 802.22 draft. It is understood that CPE is more concerned about PAPR issue.
