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6.12.6.2 Transmitter state machine

An ARQ block may be in one of the following four states—not-sent, outstanding, discarded, and waiting-for-retransmission. Any ARQ block begins as not-sent. After it is sent it becomes outstanding for a period of time. A block transitions from the outstanding state when it is acknowledged, is discarded, or changes to waiting-for-retransmission after ARQ_RETRY_TIMEOUT or NACK. An ARQ block can become waiting-for-retransmission before the ARQ_RETRY_TIMEOUT period expires if it is negatively acknowledged. An ARQ block may change from waiting-for-retransmission to the done state when an ACK message for it is received or to the discarded state after a timeout ARQ_BLOCK_LIFETIME.
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
