· All attendees were aware of the IEEE patent policy
· The minutes of last call has been approved

· As some of the PHY issues need inputs from colleagues from ETRI who were absent, it was decided to skip first a few topics and discuss the last topic on the agenda instead. The modified agenda was approved. 

Interface Spec between Non-Integrated Antenna and CPE (Steve K 916)  
Zander briefed that Ivan found some off-the-shelf products providing such interface. The specs of those products could be plugged in our standard directly. It is very likely that the technologies involved are protected by IPR and it is not clear whether they are allowable to be used here in IEEE standard. 
Gerald suggested Wendong could help to contact the company involved. 

Wendong clarified that the usual procedure of raising an IPR issue in IEEE 802 is someone, usually a WG member, identifies a potential patent and reports to the WG chair. The chair will then work on it accordingly. For our particular case however, it is not sure whether there exists such a patent. If so, what is it? It is difficult for him to work on it without detailed information. 
Wendong would like to discuss with IEEE 802 chair and/or its PatCom staff to get further guidance on such situation to see whether there is any better way out. 

AOB – WRAN Portable Devices 
Gerald has done some preliminary investigation on WRAN portable devices.  The contribution has been put in DCN 248 and uploaded on the server. PHY team is encouraged to look at it. Zander will schedule some time later for PHY team to discuss it.
