3. Notes

1) Gerald recorded the attendance at 9:05PM EDT.

2) A citation to the IEEE patent policy was provided with the announcement of the meeting.  When asked, no one notified the chairman that they were unfamiliar with the IEEE patent policy.

3) The chair indicated that the proposed agenda included all the comments not resolved yet that had been referred to the system group and updated following the discussions that took place during the Los Angeles session.  The agenda was approved as presented.

4) Review/propose the resolutions for the following comments in the database: 22-09-120r24.

#211: was reviewed in the MAC call and is still pending Wendong’s action.

#220: pending Wendong’s action.

#329, 346: was reviewed in the MAC call and is still pending Wendong’s action. (SCW signaling)

#362, 1328, 1329, 1341: were skipped (to be discussed on the next call).

#443-446: was reviewed in the MAC call and is still pending Wendong’s action. (SCW contention-based and reservation-based mechanism)

#563: CBP over the backhaul: Wendong to coordinate with management plane group: pending

#571-572: related to 443: pending Wendong’s action. (SCW contention-based and reservation-based mechanism)

#576: Defer Action: Wendong to develop the overall approach for CBP contention and present to the group before or at the March session.

#22: Pending: Gerald to send an email to Wendong asking for the text and the place to insert it to specify that all CIDs pertinent to a CPE shall be terminated if the BS cannot communicate with it for some determined period of time to bespecified in the parameter Table of section 11.

#33, 34: Defer: Ivan provided further explanations on these two comments related to whether the BS should contain a router for traffic scheduling or the traffic scheduling should be done before the BS but considering parameters to be provided to the BS (service level indication for the proper CID) and provided from the BS (modulation level used for each CPE connection).  Further discussion is needed on this.
