3. Notes

1) Gerald recorded the attendance at 9:10PM EDT.

2) A citation to the IEEE patent policy was provided with the announcement of the meeting.  When asked, no one notified the chairman that they were unfamiliar with the IEEE patent policy.

3) The chair indicated that the two first comments in the list (#362 and 1328) had been discussed during the MAC call just before so that they will be skipped.  The agenda was approved as modified.

4) Review/propose the resolutions for the following comments in the database: 22-09-120r24.

#1329:  Counter: A Table numbr will be added, the 0x00 coding will be added indicating that "the CPE or BS shall refrain from transmitting on this channel" but the “for” loop will be kept to be consistent wit the other MAC messages.

#1341: Accept removal of the section: no practical use could be found for this global change in EIRP for all CPEs.

#563: Pending Wendong’s action to define messages to exchange CBP information on the backhaul.  This is needed to provide an alternate way to realize coexistence.

#571: Pending Wendong’s action to develop a contribution describing a consolidated SCW access scheme supporting both contention-based and reservation-based approaches.  Quiet periods in the 802.22 transmission should be avoided as much as possible for the 802.22 systems to keep their priority on the channel usage.

#572: Pending, see #571.

#576, 579-587, 613, 648-649: were skipped since they are all pending Wendong’s contribution on the SCW-based inter-cell communications

#42: Defer: Wendong was asked to verify if ARQ is needed in the 802.22 application, what is the benefit to 802.22.  Wendong sent document "ARQ Performance of 802.16.pdf" by email during the call to clarify the issue.  If it is concluded that it is needed, Ivan feels that the section should be improved to make the description clearer.

#43: Withdrawn: after some discussions, Ivan decided to withdraw the comment.

#44: Accept: add that there is always a database operated by either the local regulator or the operator in one of the early sections of the Draft.  Remove all mention of the possibility of not having a database in the rest of the Draft.  It is assumed that the Database has precedence by channel subtraction only.  Gerald is to send an email to Apurva to verify that this is consistent with the policies developed in Table 255.

5) Other business:

Ivan suggested to consider the possibility of suspending the comment resolution and postponing the next WG ballot on Draft 3.0 from after March’s session to after May’s session to allow the editor more time to clean up the Draft before launching the ballot.  This may to speed up the commenting process afterward.  This will be considered as an option during the March session depending on the state of the Draft at that time.
