2) The agenda was approved as presented.

3) The minutes of last call (Feb 4) were approved as presented.

4) Resolution of  comments

a. 563: Pending. Action: Wendong to coordinate with Management plane ad-hoc. (See Figure 110 for the payload, without the preamble but as destination and source addresses). Action: Wendong to send the proposal when fully developed to 802.19.1 and ask for comments.
b. 587: Pending. Action: Wendong to provide convergence scheme for the DS/US split and the necessary CBP IEs.  Still under development: exchanging information between BSs so that they are aware of possible collision and undertake to make the DS/US split track using a contention scheme similar to the contention scheme used for the frame-based contention algorithm.  [What about converging on the average of the DS/US splits from the different BSs involved?]
c. 613: Pending. Wendong indicated that the document will be ready for the week of 22-26 Feb.
d. 630-631: Pending. Action: Wendong to provide the text describing the flowcharts. 
e. 632-633: Pending. Action: Wendong to provide the text for explanation.
f. 641, 643: Pending. Action: Wendong to define the timer and add it to the Table in section 11.
g. 644: The likelyhood that there would be collision because the differential between two received signal has to be less than about 3 dB in real life will be very small.  However, if we have to protect against unfairness because of some CBP transmissions being received at higher power than others because of the different proximity (closer CPEs would have advantage over farther CPEs), a contention scheme is still needed to access the SCW.  We may not need the fractional SCW access but we need to keep the frame-based random access scheme. Action: Wendong will provide more details and try to integrate Steve's proposal. 
5) Other business. Ivan pointed out potential coexistence problem between .22 and WiFi in using TVWS.
