3. Notes

1) Gerald recorded the attendance at 9:00PM EDT.

2) A citation to the IEEE patent policy was provided with the announcement of the meeting.  When asked, no one notified the chairman that they were unfamiliar with the IEEE patent policy.

3) Review/propose the resolutions for the following comments in the database: 22-09-120r27.

#42: Counter: The comment had been resolved in a previous MAC call.

#45: Reject as comment does not propose specific changes.  On the principle raised which relates to the possibility of differentiating between DTV and other types of transmisssions so that 802.22 does not yield to other license-exempt transmissions, it was found that 802.22 has developed the interface to the incumbent database, the CPEs provide the sensing information to the BS where the decision to continue operation or not is taken according to the SM policy Table 255.  All the tools exist to avoid 802.2 to yield to other types of license-exempt transmissions.

#54: Defer.  The case covered is that a rogue CPE can continuously request a re-ranging as initial step toward association in the opportunistic window and create a DOS attack.  How can this be avoided?  If the MAC address is hidden, how can a WRAN operator create and use an "access control list".
Action: Ask Guangzeen Ko to look into the DOS weakness related to the initial CDMA ranging process if used repetitively by a rogue CPE.
Action: Ranga to analyze the impact of hiding the CPE MAC address at association.
Email sent to Gwangzeen Ko and Ranga on 25 Feb.

#59: Reject.  The CID approach is questioned.  The CID numbering is now reduced to 12 bit: 9 bit for station ID and 3 bits for service level definition as proposed by Ranga in document: 09-112.  This comment is related to a group of other comments: 184, 185, 274 and 275.  The group will need to take a decision on the proposed scheme on CID numbering based on document 09-112r1.

#572: Defer.  It was agreed that the proposed remedy is erroneous.  Responding to the comment: there were 3 ways identified to avoid that the CPEs send repeated UCS notifications when they have detected a DTV signal in order to avoid taking over the opportunistic signaling window on the upstream, potentially creating DoS:  ask CPE to repeat its UCS no more than x times/sec (how often does it need to be done?), or the CPE needs to signal a clear channel to reset the situation when it does no longer see the DTV signal, or the BS could broadcast a message indicating that it will continue operating on this channel, this would avoid the BS repetitive acknowledgement.  In case of the wireless microphone, this will resolve itself because the BS would ask the CPE to either leave the channel or shut up.
Action: still need to decide on which of the three means will need to be implemented and develop the necessary MAC messages.
