3 Notes

· The meeting started at 9:05 pm and ended at 10: 20 pm ET 
· All attendees were aware of the IEEE patent policy
· The minutes for last call were approved. 

· The agenda was approved. 

Maximum Available PAPR for Different Modulation (Gerald 933)
Sung Hyun presented the updated the text proposal in DCN 10-36r1 suggesting the following changes: 
· Reduce 3 bytes to 1 byte indicating maximum EIRP values for different modulation since investigation shows PAPA does not change significantly with modulation

· The message CBC-RSP used should be changed to the right message CBC-REQ 

It was agreed in the group to the changes proposed. Besides some further editorial modification suggested is to be incorporated in DCN10-36r2
Sung Hyun also updated that the values of “Maximum Transmit EIRP” that CPE reports to BS in 802.16 and WiMax varies according to Modulation. However, it is not clear the reason. Sung Hyun will further investigate the issue in Korean’s WiBRO standard. 

Transmission Power Range (Ivan 1317, referred from MAC)
Zander summarized that Ivan was proposing to change the current power range of -64 dBm to 63.5 dBm (or 40 Pico Watt to 2 Kilo Watt) to -32.5 dBm to 94.5 dBm (56 Micro Watt to 3 Mega Watt) and also indicating status of transmitter OFF and powers above 94.5 dBm. 

Gerald commented that shifting 30 dB may be too much and -32.5dBm is too high may preclude the scenario where CPE is close to BS with lower power. We may have less opportunity to use 3 Mega Watt in WRAN. 
As Ivan was not on the call, Zander will email him the view of the group and asked him to provide reasoning for the proposed change. 

Subcarrier Mapping/Bit Interleaving (Apurva/Gerald/Jungsun 841/846/857/858/859/861)

Zander updated that Zander/Gerald had some email exchanges regarding the clarification of the text. Zander had sent the revised version/comments to their text proposal 220 r0 for their review and modification.  Hopefully they would get back before next call. 

Interface Spec between Non-integrated Antenna and CPE (Steve K 916)

Zander updated that Ivan made a presentation in Jan face-to-face meeting for using specs of off-the-shelf products. Zander had sent Wendong an email and yet to receive feedback on the status of clearing the IPR issue. 

Ivan’s other comments in word doc

Gerald suggested Zander reading through the word document embedding Ivan’s comments and identify technical issues for further discussion. Zander will highlight those issues for next call or coming face-to-face meeting.
