This assumption is true for a single network but not true for multiple networks. As a result, the spectrum etiquette does not work for the later scenario.  

· Gerald: the spectrum etiquette is based on the fact that a new BS will gather information from all other BSs operating in the area through the CBP and use a straightgorward logic to select a channel that is not already used on not the first back up channel for any BS so that coexistence by sharing the capacity through frame-based contention is avoided.
· Robert has no proposal on how to mitigate the problem, and he agreed to reject the comment.
