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The procedure carried out by the BS and the CPE to perform CPE network entry and initialization shall be as follows:

1. CPE performs self test.

2. CPE senses for and synchronizes to WRAN services.  The sensing thread also begins during this step to detect broadcasting incumbents.

3. CPE presents sensing results to the higher layers.

4. CPE chooses a WRAN service.

5. CPE acquires valid geolocation data from the satellites.  If the data acquisition is unsuccessful, CPE initialization shall not continue.

6. CPE acquires the downstream and upstream parameters from the selected WRAN service.

7. CPE directional antenna azimuth adjustment.

8. If channels N and N+/-1 pass the sensing and timing requirements, CPE transmits ranging/CDMA burst during the ranging window.

9. BS acquires the burst and extracts CDMA code and ranging information.

10. CPE transmits basic capabilities.

11. If all required capabilities are present in the CPE, BS authorizes CPE, CPE transmits MAC address, and key exchange is performed; otherwise, the CPE does not proceed to registration and the BS sends a denial of service to the CPE.

12. BS requests NMEA data from CPE.

13. CPE transmits its encrypted response.

14. BS validates the format of the NMEA string and the data contained therein.

15. If location information for the CPE is ok, BS transmits channel sets.

16. Perform registration.
17. Negotiate IP version.
18. Establish IP connectivity.
19. Establish time of day.

20. Transfer operational parameters.
21. Establish secondary management connection.
22. CPE reports sensing results and discovered neighboring networks.

24. Set up connections.
