· The agenda was approved. 

8.9 Control Mechanisms 
The group discussed and had some agreement to the amendment in sessions 8.9.3, 8.9.3.1, and 8.9.3.2.
· 8.9.3
1. It was agreed to append “when needed” after “subframe, ” in the first sentence as the opportunistic burst does not have to be present in all frames
2. It was agreed to remove “less the extent of the self-coexistence window when present” as the self-coexistence window was decided not to be part of the US sub-frame in the last round of comments and resolution, proposed by Wendong according to Gerald
3. It was agreed to change “12 additional subchannels” to “14 additional sub-channels” since 4 bits are used in UIUC indicating up to 16 subchannels (2 static subchannels are reserved for geolocation) 
· 8.9.3.1
4. It was agreed to expand the 1st sentence and add in “CDMA initial ranging, CDMA periodic ranging, CDMA BW request and CDMA UCS notification” to highlight the 4 types of CDMA bursts. 
5. It was agreed to reject the insertion of sentence “The initial ranging always occupies the first 7 OFDM symbols of the US sub-frame over the specified number of sub-channels” at the end of the 1st paragraph. The initial ranging details would be addressed in next section. 
· 8.9.3.1.2 
The group had a good discussion on how many ranging symbols are required to cover 100 km. As the symbol duration is roughly the time for a signal travels 100 km. To take account the round trip delay, a 2-symbol buffer time is needed. Therefore, 5 symbols in total (3 symbols for ranging signal) are to be reserved in the burst MAP. It was agreed to reject the proposed sentence “The initial-ranging transmission shall therefore always occupy the first 7 OFDM symbols of the ranging burst.” 
6. It was agreed to rephrase the last 2 sentences in the first paragraph to “The initial-ranging transmission is performed using three consecutive symbols starting, as indicated in the US-MAP for the CPE, on the first symbol after the TTG. To allow for the absorption of the signal propagation delay for the forward and return paths from a CPE located at a distance of up to a maximum of 100 km, 2 more buffer symbols are needed at the BS for this initial ranging burst to avoid spilling onto other signals received from synchronized CPEs.  The window for the initial-ranging transmission shall therefore always occupy the first 5 OFDM symbols of the upstream sub-frame.” 
8.6.4 Update 
For the action item taken by Jason in Beijing meeting to amend 8.6.4, Gerald updated that Jason has had an initial draft and been discussed with Gerald. They will upload to the Mentor once ready. 

Other Editorial comments
Gerald felt that some of the editorial comments could be technical, e.g. ID# 511, 512, 513, 534, and 545. Zander will look at them and schedule time for discussion if needed.
