3. Notes

1) A citation to the IEEE patent policy was provided with the announcement of the meeting.  No one indicated being unfamiliar with the IEEE patent policy.

2) The agenda was approved as presented.

3) Resolution of  comments

a. 393: Defer. There is a need to clarify in the text 22-10-97r0 that all BSs involved in coexistence on the operating channel will need align their operation with all of the declared SCWs so that none continue its normal operation during these SCWs.  When a WRAN cell 'reserves' a SCW, this means that only that BS and its CPEs will be able to be active (i.e., transmit CBP bursts) during this SCW.  For contention-based SCWs, all WRAN cells could be active during the SCW. It is assumed that within a cell, the BS will have the intelligence to select the right number and the right location of the 'active' CPEs to minimize collisions without going to internal contention. A scheme to maximize the concurrent scheduling of time windows exists for the quiet periods in section 6.24.2.  Some of it could be used also for the SCW scheduling. Documenty 22-10-97 r0 provides the change to the SCH Table 1 and section 6.23.1.2. All overlapping WRAN cells need to comply with the SCW scheduling either through active or passive use. This process takes place only on the operating channel. Last row of Table 6 is to be deleted (0x0A CBP Pattern Identification IE).  6.8.1.2.1.9. to be deleted including Table 17 since the SCW will always be 5 symbols long.  
Action: Jianfeng is to prepare a revision 1 to document 22-10-97.  As part of this revision, some more thoughts should be given to assessing the way the SCW scheduling cycle parameters would converge with the different claims from different BSs using the SCH Table.
