Agenda

1) Record Attendance:

4) Continue review and propose comment resolutions for the comments listed below


a) Review of section 9.5.2: document 22-10-76r1

Gerald introduced the modified version of the document explaining that since the changes were extensive, he presented the version without the ‘trach changes’ (hidden).  The sub-section on the geolocator was moved to the one before last sub-section.  All the “shall’s” were removed according to the decision reached in San Diego.  A number of changes were also made to clarify the text.

Winton agreed that the way the text had been re-written addressed most of his concerns but he still had some problems with the use of the term “Vernier”.  A better explanation would be needed and possibly a new definition to be included in section 3.  He had also some reluctance in introducing the concept of the geolocator in the 802.22 Standard.  He also had a problem with the geolocator being off-line, which seems to go against the FCC rules that indicate that the geolocation capability needs to be included in the CPEs or the unit needs to be professionally installed.  It was suggested that a caveat may be added somewhere that, in the USA, geolocation would need to be done locally at the CPE..

After some discussion, it was agreed that the ‘geolocator’ should be changed for a ‘tererestrial geolocation process’ for which the location does not need to be known.  Gerald will take into consideration these discussions and develop a new version for the text.


b) Review of the new Annex B on Geolocation document 22-10-77r0


Ivan Reede introduced the document, explaining the scientific basis for the terrestrial geolocation method. No question nor comment arose from the description.  Gerald asked that after careful reading, members were invited to send him any question, comment or proposed modification to the document and he will decide if some discussion will need to be scheduled during a later system teleconference call.  If not, the text in the document will be included as new Annex with some editorial changes if needed.


c) Review of Portability aspects from Ranga document 22-10-135r1

No time was left to discuss this document on portability.  The discussion was postponed to following week’s System telecom.
