4. Reports from external and internal liaisons and ad-hoc groups

Gerald presented a general introduction on geolocation techniques (22-11-0079r1), Russ Markovsky presented the Invisitrack geolocation approach (22-11-0078r1) and Ivan Reede and Gerald Chouinard presented the terrestrial geolocation technique that has been included in the 802.22 Standard (22-11-0080r2). A good number of questions could be entertained at the end of the presentations since the third tutorial jad been cancelled.

Wednesday PM1 (802.22 MIB PAR and mid-week Plenary)

Discussions continued on the response to the other 802 WGs’ comments on the proposed MIB PAR & 5C. Document 22-11-0059r10 was produced as a result. A short Plenary meeting followed once these discussions were completed. It was decided since the work of TG2 was completed, that the meeting to discuss the new PAR on Smart Grid and Critical Infrastrucrure Monitoring will be brought forward to Thursday AM1 and that the closing plenary would take place starting on PM1, before the award ceremony. The WG agreed unanimously.  No specific reports were given at this stage.

Wednesday PM2 (802.22 new PARs)

Since Invisitrack indicated to the chair that they were not in a position to discuss their technology and the related proposed PAR & 5C at the time, this item was postponed to a future session.

The meeting was used to further the discussion on the proposed Smart Grid and Critical Infrastructure Monitoring PAR & 5C.
Thursday AM1 (New PAR on Smart Grid and Critical Infrastructure Monitoring)

A new graph was presented by Chang Woo Pyo for discussion. It proposed an enlargement of the 802.22 shape vertically toward higher capacity (channel aggregation). Ivan Reede suggested that the abscissa should be related to channel spread rather than distance.  Gerald noted that reaching long distances has to do with more than just robust operation in multipath (e.g., TTG buffering of the propagation distance).  The abscissa was kept as distance.
Thursday AM2 (Joint meeting with 802.18)

This meeting period was cancelled because some of the 802.22 WG participants met jointly with 802.18 to explore the ways to contribute to the ITU-R to keep them up-to-date with the progress in 802.22.

Thursday PM1 (802.22 Closing Plenary)

Before the closing plenary officially started, a final review of the proposed MIB PAR & 5C was done with the help of Jon Rosdal (chair of NESCOM) and this resulted in the latest version of the document 22-11-0059r11 that was to be presented for approval at the Executive Committee meeting the following day.
Since Winston Caldwell has resigned as chair of Task Group 2, Apurva Mody asked for candidates to take on the TG2 chairmanship. No one expressed interest.  Apurva indicated that he will act as the interim chair for the time being.

The chair asked whether there was any comment on the 802.22 P&P.  No comment was expressed.

Future plans for the 802.22 WG were discussed:

· Okinawa Interim meeting on 19-23 September.
· TG2: Draft 2.0 needs to be prepared for a 30 day electronic ballot before the September meeting.

· Aziz: to compare the relecvance of the 802.22 technology for the use cases identified for Smart Grid and Critical Infrastructure with other technologies such as: 802.11af, 802.15.4m, 802.16 and report the findings in September.
· Geolocation discussions when Invisitrack requests time for consideration of their technology and pursue the new PAR & 5C.
The chair reminded the convenors of groups that they need to announce the teleconference meetings 10 days before the event.
Liaison reports: 

802.18: Winston was the liaison for 802.22 into 802.18.  The chair asked whether there was any interest noting that this allows one to have a voting right in 802.18 while spending most of his time in 802.22.  No one expressed interest in volunteering.

802.19: The WG updated their operation manual with the help of Matt Sherman, based on the 802 Policy and Procedures. The 802.19.1 made some progress during the week. Although they had not succeeded in merging the proposals during the last two sessions, they were able to merge by chapter during the week and this was not opposed.  The plan, going forward, is to produce a Draft with informal review before going to the WG ballot in November.
802.15: Dr. Harada reported on the upcoming 802.15.4m group: document 15-11/5rev0 will be submitted.

The latest PAR and 5C version is in document 15-11-0337 and 15-11-0338. 802.15.4m is related to the 15.4g Smart Utilities document 15-11-0529.
Gerald Chouinard reported that he will attend the IETF-PAWS meeting in Quebec City the following week and make a presentation on 802.22 and the set of primitives that has been developed and included in the IEEE Std 802.22-2011 to access a database.

Apurva Mody indicated that the WRAN Alliance has been officially formed and is making progress.
The next meeting will be held in Okinawa, Japan, with a Workshop on Friday before the session.
There was some discussion as to the possibility of not meeting quorum during the Interim session in Okinawa. The chair indicated that the quorum, as specified by the 802 P&P is 33%. The chair also noted that “No quorum is needed for meetings publically announced 45 days in advance.”
