3. Notes

1) Gerald recorded the attendance at 9:08PM EDT.

2) A citation to the IEEE patent policy was provided with the announcement of the meeting.  No one notified the chairman that they were unfamiliar with the IEEE patent policy.

3) The agenda was approved as presented.

4) The minutes of the previous teleconference call was approved as presented.

5) The resolution of comments continued from where the previous call had left it (comment #49) and continued down to #74.
The resolution of most comments was straight-forward except for comment #63 where the 14 dB antenna cross-polar and off-axis discrimination assumed to determine the minimum separation distances in Table 1 needed to be qualified as “an example” since this 14 dB may not always be available.

Under comment #64, it was decided to define new separation distances for the lower power portable devices based on the 16 dB difference of the 100 mW as compared to 4 W, rather than using an hypothetical 160 mW maximum power corresponding to the same 14 dB as the antenna discrimination used to produce the third column. With 100 mW maximum power for the portable devices, the values in column 3 should be used as conservative values for the portable devices.

[It was realized after the discussion that it would be better to actually add a fourth column to the Table to represent the separation distances for portable devices based on the 100 mW maximum EIRP. This still has to be discussed at the next call.]

[It was also realized after the discussions that there will be a need for two Table notes explaining that off-axis antenna discrimination at the CPE and the DTV receive antenna are assumed in the case of N and N+/-1 for the fixed devices and N for the portable devices because they need to be located outside of the DTV protected area and that such additional discrimination is used to generate the minimum separation values for these cases in the Table. This still has to be discussed at the next call.]

A total of 21 comments were resolved during the call (indicated in light blue background in revision 4 of the Comments Database (22-11-0111).
