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Abstract
In the course of implementing the 802.22 base standard in a product, we discovered what we believe are:
1- errors in the 802.22 base standard
2- omissions in the same standard which we believe should be corrected
3- clarifications which should be added
4- un-necessary IP which should be removed
5- etc… (other issues)
This contribution (which we intend to revise from time to time) is intended to list all these. It will also list what we believe are the disposals of each item, providing a summary of the items addressed and the disposal of each such item in an orderly fashion.
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
