Other comments on Sub-clause 7.7.1

In Table 22, the “Length” parameter units are not specified. It is followed by the “Number of Channels in the list”. Each channel is defined by one byte, the length of this IE is obvious. Thus “Length” parameter is redundant, may be transmitted with errors and needs to be removed.
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
